Abstract

Jacques Lacan’s psychoanalytical theory constitutes one of the contemporary theories
insisting on the terms of meaning alteration and, mostly, on the transition of the sig-
nifer. For Lacan the subconscious constitutes an active space of altering meanings
and conditions, which goes through a constant re-confguration by maintaining a solid
structure. The terms of this constant transition of meanings in Lacanian theory ofen
occur through “topological” terms, since Lacan sees in topology the real structure of
the conscious and subconscious. Since 1950 he studies three-dimensional shapes
that he considers to represent the structure of psychological procedures. In these
shapes, fuidity and vague diferentiation between psychological dipoles can be seen.
This paper will thoroughly analyse the fuidity and perpetual transition of meanings in
Lacanian theory through the use of the psychoanalytical implementation of topology
and, based on it, it will attempt to interpret the architecture of deconstruction.
