Abstract

This research aimed at investigating whether elementary students recognize in visual
representations of children the signifcance of visual codes that communicate the he-
gemonic social discourse of childhood, as well as the kind of meanings these students
attribute to the codes. The theoretical framework relied on Social Semiotics and Child-
hood Studies. The sample consisted of 112 sixth-grade students of fve urban primary
schools. The data, their responses to a print advertisement, were collected via question-
naires and analysed through content and critical discourse analyses for the ideational
codes (setting, action, attire, attire’s color, age), the interpersonal codes (the fgures’
gaze, camera’s distance and angle), and the existence of text-image linkage. We dis-
covered that the signifcation of ideational codes is more frequent than the interpersonal
ones. The meaning attributed to both types of codes was restricted to the narrative level
of aesthetic response. The majority of the sample conceptualized the text-image linkage
in a low level, while only a small percentage demonstrated media literacy skills.
